Rules: Ponoka Stampede Outdoor Rodeo Grounds

Finals July 31, August 1st  & 2nd 2009
PLEASE READ VERY CAREFULLY

1. Each participant must be a current annual member of Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel Races. To qualify each horse and rider entered in the finals must have attended 4 TBE barrel races from July 2008 to July, 2009. Youth that wish to X-enter into the open must have X-entered into the open at 4TBE barrel races on the same horse from July 2008 to July 2009. Each TBE member is responsible for tracking their attendance. We will verify and reconcile your attendance when your entry is received. Please provide both registered and barn names of your horse/s. Switching horses that are not qualified will result in disqualification and fees will not be refunded.

2. To avoid a $25.00 late fee, entries complete with full payment MUST be received by JULY 17, 2009 at our TBE OFFICE. Entries received after July 17, 2009 MUST include the $25.00 late fee and if not included, these entries will be held and the participant will be added to the bottom of the draw once the late fee is paid in full. CANADA POST ONLY
3. NSF Cheques add $35.00; entries fees resulting from an NSF cheque will be accepted in cash, bank draft or money order that must include the $35.00 NSF charges plus $25.00 late fee if applicable. (After July 17, 2009)

4. Finals Entry Forms are available on our website at www.turnburnearn.com and MUST be accompanied by your Annual Membership card
5. Please include all of the following on your entry form:
· For each qualified horse entered; Entry fees are: $65.00/DAY/HORSE/OPEN & X-ENTERING YOUTH,  $18.00 PeeWee and $45.00/DAY/HORSE/YOUTH Youth X-Entered pay both open and youth fees for a total of $110.00/DAY/HORSE. The TBE finals are three runs (one per day) It is possible for you to collect on all three runs in the payout. See payout schedule # 10.
EXAMPLE Entry Received by July 17/09 Deadline:
Karen enters Friday, Saturday, and Sunday on Horses Rex and Max, giving her 6 chances to win/place, entry fees $390.00

Monica enters Friday on one horse, entry fee $65.00

Kerri enters Saturday and Sunday on two horses Bud and Blackie, giving her 4 chances to win/place, entry fees $260.00

Bobbi enters Friday and Saturday on one horse, giving her 2 chances to win/place, entry fees $130.00

Susan enters Sunday only on one horse, giving her one chance to win/place, entry fee $65.00
EXAMPLE LATE ENTRY OR DAY OF EVENT/S

Rachelle is in a rodeo but does not make it back, she enters Sat and Sun on two horses, fees are $65/horse= $130.X 2days=$260. plus late fee $25= $285.00, placed at the bottom of the open draw.
Tara has at a junior rodeo on Fri and Sat, she enters Sunday, on Sunday morning on one horse in the X-entered youth, placed at the bottom of the open draw $65. plus late fee $25.= $90.00

Late entries MUST ENTER before the LAST 40 Horses have run that day (Open & X-enter only and will be added to the bottom of the draw).

· Canadian Barrel Horse Incentive (CBHI Incentive) entry with $2500. added at $10./horse/run. For additional information on CBHI call Sharon Fergusson at 403 843 6885. Your 6D Finals entry form has previsions for you to enter.

· Panel Pens or hot wire fencing at trailers are permitted/recommended. Stalls are NOT available!
 NO POST-DATE CHEQUES, NSF $35.00.

6. The first DAY of the TBE 4D Finals Barrel Race Finals is Friday July 31, at 9:00 AM with the OPEN starting at #1 in the draw, the X-Entered Youth are included in the open draw, the late entries will follow. The YOUTH starting with #1 in the draw will run at the end of the first DAY July 31. The posting of the draw no later than July 23, 2008. Watch our website for updates.

7. The second DAY, Saturday August 1/09, will start with the PeeWees at 9 AM, followed by the YOUTH. EACH DAY IS A NEW DRAW. The OPEN and X-ENTERED YOUTH and will follow with the youth. Any late entries will be added to the bottom of the draw which is available to open and X-entering youth only.

8. The draw for the third day Sunday August 2/09 will start at 9AM with the OPEN & X-Entered Youth  Late entries will be added to the bottom on Sundays draw. The youth will run after the open and X-entered youth. (An OPEN short GO is NOT confirmed at this Time) Stay tuned for updates! 
9. Gate entrance: There will be an entrance alley with gate and an exit gate. The person on deck must make their way into the alley once the person ahead of them is in position with the gate closed. 
10. TURN$BURN$EARN BARREL Races 4D Finals

TBE SHORT GO $3000. winner takes all! All Open runs from Friday July 31, Sat Aug 1 and Sun. Aug 2 will be placed in one final sort, this will determine the 8 top places in each of the four (4) divisions. The 32 barrel racers (8X4D) will pick a numbered poker chip, 1 -32 which will create the draw for the SHORT-GO. If the same person on the same horse places more than once in the top eight, it will roll down to the next person 9th place. If a barrel racer places on more than one division in the top 8, they will come back in the SHORT-GO on their highest “D” (division) and their spot in the lower “D” (division) will roll down to the 9th spot. 

SEE RULE #21 for additional explanation. 

      11. PAYOUT Pay out will be based on total runs for the three days. When you enter all 3 days the more opportunities you have to win; you could place & be paid on all 3 runs! EXAMPLE: Friday 200 entries; Saturday 281 entries; Sunday 238 entries : Total 719 entries

Pay out cheques will be mailed by August 14/09, therefore you should receive your cheque by August 25 at the latest, if you do not please contact us by email to verify your mailing address.

12. Time split 4D Format; time split is 1 second between each division in both open and youth. A knocked over barrel is a no time. Absolutely NO TRAINING during barrel races, a break in pattern or run up the wall as an example, you must exit the arena.

 

13. Western Attire with a Cowboy Hat is mandatory for a qualified run. Our intent is to keep our barrel races running smoothly and expediently. Lost hats cause unnecessary delays. Anyone loosing their cowboy hat in the arena during their run will be fined $5.00. Your hat will be returned once your fine is paid. The money collected will be given to breast cancer.

14. TURNOUTS forfeit their entry fees. Written Veterinarians’ releases will be accepted until July 22/09 and a refund of 70% of entry fees will apply. 

15.Timer malfunction, such as mechanical, acts of God i.e. wind, sun, and dust; the competitor will be given a re-ride. Entry fees will not be returned. 

16. Awards and Prizes, Sponsors request: Two of the same prizes will not be presented to the same horse/rider combination. Should a competitor on the same horse place 1st in the 2D from one run,  and 1st in the 3D, the first place prize will be awarded to them for their 2D 1st place run. The 3D prize in this case will be awarded to the next fastest time (2nd place) in the 3D. The first place payout will be awarded to the 3D winner based on time 2 second split from the fastest 1D time and the 2nd place prize will be awarded to them.  In the case of a tie for prizes, a flip of a coin will break the tie. An example: Should a tie occur for first place the prize will be awarded to the person that drew heads, the prize and the first place money pay out will go to the person that drew tails. The prize winner will receive the second place money paid. In the case where there is only one person in a division, the payout will go to them along with the first prize, the second through 8th prizes will be used in the case of ties in other divisions. THE BARREL RACER MUST BE AT THE AWARDS PRESENTATIONS IN WESTERN ATTIRE TO RECEIVE PRIZES. PRIZES WILL BE GIVEN TO THE PRIZE WINNER ONLY. 

17. Vendors: All vendors must have a Vendor Agreement Form with fees of $250.00 per space. To obtain a Vendor Agreement Form, please contact TBE by email.  Vendor cheques are payable and submitted to Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel Races. Vendors without a vendor agreement are not permitted anywhere on the Ponoka Stampede Grounds Premises.
18. No level of abuse will be tolerated directed at organizers, volunteers, horses, or any animal by barrel racers, their families or audience. The competitor will be asked to leave forfeiting entry, and any winning and prizes. This is about a FUN event with the best sportsmanship as our focus. Sportsmanship: All contestants and families are expected to display good sportsmanship at all times, towards barrel race hosts and event producers  No level of abuse toward any animal will be allowed. Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel Races reserves the right to refuse a barrel racer entry to our Barrel Races for unprofessional conduct.               
19. Ineligible List: People on the ineligible list will not participate in the TBE 4D Finals as a contestant, in time only runs, or as a vendor.  You may be placed on the Ineligible List if you are considered a detriment to the Turn$Burn$Earn Organization, make libel or slanderous comments regarding the Turn$Burn$Earn Association, the sport of Barrel Racing or bad checks. To clear ones name, please contact the Turn$Burn$Earn office. TBE does honor ineligible lists of other associations.  
 20. Stalls and Pens are NOT Available; Please bring your own panels or hot wire. Using the Ponoka Stampede Pens is STRICTLY Prohibited! Using a pen without permission will result in the competitor being asked to leave forfeiting entry, and any winning and prizes.

  21. $3000. FINALS Short-GO! The top eight (8) in each division (it is a 4D) will draw a poker chip with a number; the poker chips will be numbered 1 – 32; the number drawn by the Short-GO competitor creates the draw, 1 -32. The barrel racer that runs closest to the time in which they came back to the Short-GO with will be awarded the $3000. cheque. In the case of a tie; the tie will be broken by a skill testing question. There are saddles, prizes, and cash paid out in each division for those that placed. NOTE: ALL Your RUNS COUNT; Friday July 31, Saturday Aug 1, & Sunday Aug 2; all the runs you make are included in the Final SORT on Sunday, which gives you 3 chances (if you enter all 3 days) on each horse you run to make the Short-GO!    FOR EXAMPLE: The run you make on Friday July 31 could be the run that brings you back to the Short-GO and places you for the prizes and payout when the sort is done on Sunday!
