Rules

1. Formats: Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel Races are a 3D or 4D format. The format has a 5/10th, 8/10th or 1 second time split for the open and 1 second time split for the youth. The time split will be determined by the arena size. Total footage over 230 feet will use a 1 second split.
The time bracket will start with the fastest qualifying time.

2. Ages: Open is anyone 18 years and older. Youth is anyone ages 9 years to 17 years. 
Pee Wees are anyone to age 9. Ages are based on the calendar year. 
3. Entries and entry fee will be advertised pay by cheque or cash. 

Entries must be paid in full, prior to competing. NSF Cheques will have a $35. Fee added.

$1000. - $1500. added  $65. - $80.fee

$1500. & up added   $75. - $100. fee
4. Entry fees are split evenly between divisions & paid out equally less admin expenses. Added money: 100% of added money is paid out with no admin fees deducted
Payout Schedule:

5. Finals Qualifications: The same horse and rider combination must compete at a minimum of four Turn$Burn$Earn barrel races. Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel Races reserves the right to add Barrel Races to a series. 
6.Exhibition Runs: To make an exhibition run you must have a minimum of one horse entered in the barrel race. 

7.Exhibition Runs are available at $5.00.
Subsequent horses not entered in barrel race: $10.00/horse for two runs
8.Knocked barrel is considered a no-time.

9.No Schooling of horses during a barrel run. 

10.The host has the option of one run only or a second run option. Second Run Rule: Your second run will forfeit your first time. This rule applies to both open and youth. Pee Wees will have one run. You must advise the announcer (during a rake) if you are NOT taking your second run, your cooperation is greatly appreciated.
11.To finish a Barrel Race in a reasonable time line, if there are 100 or more entries in the open and forty (40) or more entries in the youth, one run only will be granted and in the case where it is a double header, the one run only applies. The event producer has the option to change this rule but must announce the change prior to the event start. 

12.Pre-entries and entries the day of the event are placed in a random draw, for both open and youth. Late entries are welcome after the event starts and will be added to the bottom of the draw.
13.45-gallon drums with closed ends will be used with or without barrel covers.

14.Ground will be worked every 5 runs, unless otherwise stated at the beginning of a barrel race, i.e. extreme wet conditions.

15.Pattern size will be determined at the barrel race. 

16.Hi-Point award for each division leader in both Open and Youth. Bonus points will be added at some events that will be advertised. Points are accumulated at each event attended plus points for placing. Points are collected per horse and rider combination. Points are for season leader awards in all categories.  Policing horse and rider combinations; a switching of a horse will result in a NT and entry fees are forfeited, and membership points revoked.

17.Youth competitors can compete for both, the YOUTH and the OPEN payout. Youth that enter in the open will be included in the random draw and must take their open run, carry over time is not permitted. Refer to rule #22 in the case of a two double header weekend barrel races where the youth is entered in both open and youth, this would mean eight (8) runs on the same horse, please consider rule #22 and the horse. The entry fees are paid in the youth and in the open. This will give the youth more opportunity to run for more money if they choose to. Youth are not eligible for prizes where insurance is required, (horse trailer or truck for example) competitor must be 18 years.  Please Refer to rule #22 

18.Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel Races reserves the right to revise and/or enhance the rules as required.  

19.At all events unofficial times and rankings will be posted after the final run has been taken. The event producer has the option to payout the same day of the event or to mail cheques to the winners.

20.Membership requirement, Non member is $10. per race for both open and youth or an Annual Memebrship is required, no exceptions. Only Annual Membership card holders will collect points and prizes.

21.Dress code: Long sleeved shirts, hats or helmets & western boots, show attire is acceptable. Anyone that looses their hat during a run will pay a $5.00 fine before the hat is returned. The event producer is responsible to collect and remit the fine fees to TBE which are paid to a charity.
22.Sportsmanship: All contestants and families are expected to display good sportsmanship at all times, towards barrel race hosts and event producers.  No level of abuse toward any animal will be allowed. Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel Races reserves the right to refuse a barrel racer entry to our Barrel Races for unprofessional conduct or animal (horse) abuse.  Ineligible List  All Producers are responsible to enforce the Ineligible List at their sanctioned and co-sanctioned Turn$Burn$Earn event.  People on the ineligible list will not participate in any TBE sanctioned event as a contestant, in time only runs, or as a vendor.  You may be placed on the Ineligible List if you are considered a detriment to the Turn$Burn$Earn organization, make libel or slanderous comments regarding the Turn$Burn$Earn organization or directed towards the Event Producer/Host, the sport of Barrel Racing or bad checks. To clear ones name, please contact the Turn$Burn$Earn office.  Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel Races does honor the “Ineligible List” of other sports associations and organizations.             
23.Stabling: Stalls and pens are assigned and must be paid in full. Switching or using stalls/pens that have not been assigned and paid in full will result in the barrel racer being disqualified, forfeiting their entry fees, their membership revoked and be placed on the ineligible list.
24.Vet Out/orTurnout: Rider must have proof for a refund, a faxed copy of the Vet’s Report to fax #403 243 0095,  less 30% admin fees on all refunds. Vet outs must be made at least one hour before the barrel race starts. Turnouts will receive no refund on entry fees paid. Substitute horses are allowed at our finals if qualified and in the case where the horse was qualified by the previous owner.
25.Co sanctioning: co sanctioned events will be regulated by the primary association. In a c-sanctioned event a $3.00 fee, is collected per entry and remitted to Turn$Burn$Earn Barrel races.
26.NSF Cheques: $35.00. Pre-entries with post-dated cheques will not be accepted and are subject to applicable late fees.  

27.Announcer interruptions or distractions create the potential for errors. During a barrel race the announcer’s booth is off limits. Times are announced after every run, please track and record the information required. If not taking your second run let the announcer’s assistant or the announcer know during the rake.

28.Timer malfunction or acts of God causing timer failure where the timer did not record the time, the rider will be given an option to run again. Entry fees will not be refunded.

29.Event Producer Information: TBE Barrel Races Event Producer Information:

Added Money Events:
In the case where attendance is below 50 entries in the open and 15 in the youth the event producer/host has the option to cancel/re-schedule the event or run a jackpot dropping the entry fees in the open to $25. and $15. in the youth. The added money barrel race will be scheduled at a later date.
Arena:   the arena must be approved by TBE there must be a center gate and/or alleyway with side entrance for set-up. Good/safe ground conditions, maintained throughout the event. 

A) The Event Producer can provide their own eye, computer/printer/stationary and charge $3.00 per run.

A) Time onlys are optional – NO barrel work during open arena riding and warm up periods.

B) The arena rental and tractor or quads are the responsibility of the producer.

C) At no time should the contestants of a TBE Event be required to rake! Volunteer rakers, barrel setters, gatekeepers and tractor operators are appreciated.

D) A concession should be available at all events where possible. 

E) 45 gallon metal or plastic closed ended barrels only.

F) Closed gate is mandatory, no exception.
Scheduling Race Dates: All Race Dates must be submitted by E-mail or writing along with approval fees in advance, to be advertised.

Entry Fees, Expenses and Payout:  Expenses are secretary, announcer, and ground fees at each event. The event producer has the option of paying $1.00 per entry for each one of these services. The arena charge and other expenses are taken out of the 33% hold back. 
Entry system: is the responsibility of the producer. Method of payment, cash or cheque is the producer’s discretion.

TBE is responsible for collecting the race results, membership applications and fees from the producer, and $3.00 run money.  Producer is responsible to assist as required.

Office and Finals Fees: $3.00 per run must be paid to cover secretary, insurance, advertising and promotional costs for your event. The fee comes from entry fees paid – added money is paid out 100%

Mandatory Waiver: Our Insurance Company “ Equine Insurance Underwriters LTD” requires a Waiver that must be signed prior to competing.
Producer: is responsible NO EXCEPTION to have insurance waiver completed, signed, witnessed and The Producer releases TBE of all liability should an error or omission occur of completed forms.

TBE Sponsored Added Money Low Attendance/Added Money Events: In the case where attendance is below 51 entries in the open and 15 in the youth the event producer/host has the option to cancel/re-schedule the event or run a jackpot. The jackpot runs will count to qualify for the TBE Finals.
Based on double headers; The break even entries for added cash from TBE Barrel Races as the Sponsor for added money are:

Open entries 51+   = $500. added

Open entries 40 – 50 = $400. added

Open entries 30 – 40 = $250. added

*Open entries 30 or less becomes a jackpot
Youth entries 15+ = $100. added

Youth entries 10 – 14 = $50. added

*Youth entries less than 10,  becomes a jackpot 
*An arena fee may apply and be added to the entry to cover arena costs.
Corporate sponsor added money is paid out 100%
